Building Our Future:
Pre K to Grade 2 School at St. Peter Campus

As announced in June, due to the tremendous growth in the broader community, we are
embarking on the Building Our Future capital campaign to continue our legacy of faith for
generations to come. The July 6 bulletin contained an overview of how the campaign funds
will be used: repurposing existing space at the St. Peter Campus for a Pre-K through Grade
2 school, a new Grade 3 — Grade 8 School at the St. Joan of Arc Campus, and enhancing
the St. Joan of Arc sanctuary.

Let us use this update to explore the first focus area of our capital campaign, the renovation
of the McEwan Center for St. Peter St. Joan of Arc School. This will provide the opportunity
for Catholic education for our very young parishioners. By redesigning classrooms, the
project will create a more engaging and effective learning environment. The school will begin
in the Fall of 2026 with three classes (3-year-old preschool, 4-year-old pre-school, and
Kindergarten). As each class advances to the next grade, a new group of students will join.

We also recognize the need to improve our infrastructure to accommodate our parish’s
ministries. This renovated space will better serve religious education, ministry groups, and
parish activities.

We will be sharing more information about this campaign in the bulletin over the next several
months, while also reaching out to parish families to invite your participation.
