FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

The responsorial psalm this weekend is Psalm 117. It is called the “responsorial psalm”
because it “responds to” a theme presented in the first reading. For example, the first reading
and the responsorial psalm in this weekend’s liturgy speak of every nation coming to know

Psalm 117 is unique because it is the shortest of all 150 psalms — only two verses. It reads:
“O praise the Lord, all you nations; acclaim him, all you peoples! For his mercy has prevailed
over us; and the faithfulness of the Lord endures forever.” This would be a great Scripture to
memorize and repeat often throughout the day.

In addition to its brevity, | appreciate that this psalm answers the question of why we acclaim
the Lord. Our God is merciful, faithful, and altogether worthy of our praise. Psalm 117 covers
some of the most essential aspects of the spiritual life: we constantly lift our hearts in adoration
to God whose goodness has flooded our lives.
