In the past few weeks, several English-speaking parishioners have approached me
with concerns about the recent increase of federal immigration enforcement in Central
Ohio. They are primarily thinking of the well-being of our many Spanish-speaking
parishioners who have felt ICE’s presence in Columbus. Of course, no one is opposed
to ICE using its resources to detain violent and dangerous criminals. People have
expressed, however, their worry for families disrupted by the seemingly indiscriminate
arrests of men and women who are a part of our community.

| have been edified by the guidance of Bishop Earl Fernandes, our own local bishop,
when it comes to this hot-button issue. In a December interview with Vatican News,
Bishop Fernandes reiterated the fact that our country has a right to control its borders.
The Church in no way encourages anyone to ignore the law or undermine law enforcement. He also stressed
the need to remember the dignity of every person, the individual story of each immigrant in our midst, and
the gravity of separating families that give strength to the fabric of society.

This Wednesday, we enter the holy season of Lent. In these forty days, we will not find the answer to
every question regarding immigration policy. But we can use this season to pray for wisdom for our nation’s
leaders and for families who are hurting. During Lent, we can fast for greater peace, reconciliation, and
understanding among all peoples. And we can give alms to our brothers and sisters who need assurance
that they are supported and loved. | believe we will grow humbler and holier through these Lenten pursuits.
