DEVELOPING ALEGACY PLAN
FOR THE FUTURE OF
ST.PETER ST.JOAN OF ARC

Legacy planning requires more thought than writing a check or
making an online gift using a credit card. Legacy giving is part of
the donor’s tax, financial, and estate planning, and it encompasses
identifying the Catholic “values” of the donor. Legacy planning
also focuses on fundamental questions that are different for each
donor. We might take to heart that the “first fruits” of our
accumulated property should be given to God. Thus, the donor
must decide what portion of the donor’s property constitute the
“first fruits” and must prioritize among the various organizations
that are to receive the “first fruits.” The balance of the donor’s
property would be given to family members and maybe close
friends. Again, the donor would need to prioritize by allocating this
balance among such persons. These are not easy decisions, and
prayerful consideration is always helpful. This season of Lent is
the perfect time to focus on these important questions.
