s How is Marriage a Sacrament?

Most Catholics are aware that marriage is a
“sacrament,” but very few Catholics actually know what
that means. A sacrament is a visible sign, instituted by
Christ, that God uses to give us his invisible grace.

So, for example: the sacrament of baptism is a visible
sign (washing with water) instituted by Christ (see
Matthew 28:19-20) that God uses to wash away our
sins, adopt us as his sons and daughters, and give us a
spiritual participation in the death and resurrection of
Jesus (all of which are real but invisible effects of God’s
grace).

Or, for example, the Eucharist: The Eucharist is a visible
sign (bread and wine) instituted by Christ (“Do this in
memory of me”) that God uses to give us himself and to
fill our hearts with his supernatural (and invisible)
charity.

Marriage, however, is also a sacrament. It, too, was
instituted by Christ (see John 2:1-12, Matthew 19:6, and
Ephesians 5). But what is the “visible sign” of the
sacrament of marriage? And what is the “invisible
grace?”

The visible sign of the sacrament of marriage is the
married couple itself. A husband and wife united in Holy
Matrimony become a living sign—a living image—of
Christ’s love for the Church. Through their love for each
other, God makes his own love present in the world. In
the sacrament of marriage, he gives them the (invisible)
grace that they need to love one another as he loves us,
and to thereby reveal to the world the love of Christ the
Bridegroom for his Bride. Therefore, if you have
received the sacrament of marriage, remember that you
yourself are the sacrament!
